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Gertrude Jekyll

Gertrude Jekyll (1843-1932), created over 400 gardens in the UK, Europe and America; her influence on garden design has been pervasive to this day. She spent most of her life in Surrey, England, latterly at Munstead Wood, Godalming. She ran a garden centre there and bred many new plants. Some of her gardens can be visited. 

Her own books about gardening are widely read in modern editions; much has been written about her by others. She contributed over 1,000 articles to Country Life, The Garden and other magazines. A talented painter, photographer, designer and craftswoman; she was much influenced by Arts & Crafts principles. 
Her brother, Walter, was a friend of the author, Robert Louis Stevenson; his name may have been borrowed for the title of his famous Jekyll and Hyde story. 

Gertrude Jekyll is well known for her association with the English architect, Sir Edwin Lutyens; she collaborated with him on gardens for many of his houses. 
Jekyll Gardens

There are a number of gardens to visit, which were wholly or partly designed by Gertrude Jekyll, influenced by her or similar to her gardens. Some of them are regularly open, while others are open on occasion or by special arrangement. Most of her gardens have disappeared because of war, development or ownership changes, but many of her original plans survive at the University of California; in England, Surrey History Centre has microfiches of these plans. 
Gardens within 1 hour of London

Goddards

Landmark TrustAbinger, Surrey (owned by the Lutyens Trust). Built by Lutyens as a holiday home for 'ladies of small means', it can be rented today, through the . 
Munstead Wood 

'Yellow book'Godalming, Surrey (Gertrude Jekyll's home). 10 acres of garden set in a woodland setting, recently restored by the owners to her original plans. Garden open 3 or 4 days per annum, but not the house, for which Edwin Lutyens was the architect. Opening details from the , published each February, of the National Gardens Scheme.
Queen Mary’s Dolls House 

Windsor Castle, Berkshire. Edwin Lutyens made the dolls house as a present for Queen Mary in the early 1920s; Gertrude Jekyll designed the garden. Queen Mary's Dolls House

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Pancake Day

Traditionally, pancakes are made in every home on Shrove Tuesday and are eaten sprinkled with lemon juice and sugar. 

Try the following recipe:

100 g plain flour

1 egg

250 ml milk

Beat the egg and the milk together, then add the flour and mix well. Pour a thin layer of the batter into a hot, greased frying pan and cook on both sides, tossing the pancake in the air. Then sprinkle the pancake with lemon juice and sugar, roll it and eat hot.
